For many years, the Las Vegas Rotary Club has led a food drive in conjunction with the Salvation Army and to help the needy in Clark County.  Our focus has been on raising money in the autumn to assist in the purchase of canned goods.  We have decided to try and double our annual efforts and 

Because of the persistency of terribly high unemployment and a bad economy otherwise, we are expanding our fund raising efforts, seeking to provide assistance to the Las Vegas Salvation Army in their overall efforts to feed the needy people in Clark County.  

Unemployment in Nevada is over 15% and, as is often noted, well more than the official statistics indicate are unemployed.  Fifty percent of kids attending school in Clark County are receiving nutritional assistance at school and many find their sole source of nutrition at school.  The unemployed aren’t people looking for a handout.  They are people who need help.  Their kids are “collateral damage” in these difficult times. Our drive will help these unfortunate folks as they try stay nourished as they work to get back on their feet.

Money we raise will be provided to the Salvation Army here in Las Vegas.  They will make use of cheap food sources such as Three Square, who provide cans of food at nine cents each.  They will use their distribution system to provide food from individual nutrition packs to cans.  Besides their own distribution, they cooperate with other charitable organizations to get food to needy people.
