Top 10 Host Family Guidelines

•
Host families will contribute much to the comfort and convenience of the guest they lodge if they will inquire promptly upon arrival about their laundry, dry cleaning and other needs. Find out about food restrictions and personal habits such as smoking, and assess how best to help our guests meet their needs or better yet, contact your guest before they arrive, by Internet, telephone or a meeting in another Zone.

Remember, these people are our guests and responsibility. They should be treated as you would treat any other member of your family. 

•
Please provide breakfast and dinner each day and other meals as required unless the schedule indicates other plans have been arranged. You will be required to take them to the daily activities as scheduled, and there will be a designated meeting place (DMP) to drop off and pick up your guest. 

•
Hosts should recognize that members of this GSE team are successful, well-established business and professional people.

•
Hosts should try to learn as much about your guest’s country of origin as possible, in advance of the arrival of the guests. 

•
One free days, the hosts should always ask the guests what they would like to do, or give them a choice of activities. The guests may wish to catch up on sleep, or just rest. The team members will need rest. Please avoid the temptation to schedule additional activities into their free time. Advance contact makes it easier. (See first bullet) 

•
Hosts should try to operate their homes in as normal a manner as possible. These people want to learn about our usual family life. 

•
Hosts should take full advantage of this opportunity to learn about another country. Take advantage of this once-in-a-lifetime opportunity! 

•
Please provide opportunity for your guests to attend church with you, or a church of their choice, or none, if that is their choice. Again, advance contact helps. (See first bullet). 

•
This is your opportunity to share in the wonderful world of Rotary and international understanding and fellowship.
