Born in San Mateo and raised in the Los Angeles area, Duncan earned his 
bachelor’s degree in Finance from the University of Southern California.  He 
was commissioned as an Ensign through the Navy’s Officer Candidate School, 
graduated from Basic Underwater Demolition/SEAL (BUD/S) training in 1986 
with Class 137, and served in Special Operations platoons at SEAL Teams One 
and Five. Duncan transitioned to the Navy Reserve to attend the Anderson School 
at UCLA, where he earned his MBA in 1992.

Prior to returning to active duty, Duncan worked for Credit Suisse for three years 
before founding his own company, Presidio Adventure, providing tactical and 
adventure-based training to athletes, corporate clients, and law enforcement.
